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3 The school shall enroll 25% of the total number of children belonging to the
weaker sections and underprivileged groups in the first grade of the school (or
pre-school as the case may be) and provide free and compulsory primary
education, in its entirety. Will investigate until.

4. In respect of the children referred to in paragraph 3 of the school, the expenses
shall be reimbursed in accordance with the provisions of sub-section (2) of
section 12 of the Act. The school will have to maintain a separate bank account
for this reimbursement.

5. The institution/school shall not charge any capitation fee and shall not adopt
any method of selection of the child by his parents or surplus.

6. The school shall not refuse admission to any child for lack of proof of birth and
shall comply with the provisions of Section 15 of the Act. The school shall ensure
that:-

1) No enrolled child shall be withdrawn from school until his primary education
is completed.
11.) No child shall be subjected to physical harm or mental distress.

IlI) Every child who has completed elementary education shall be given a
certificate as per rule 25.

IV.) Inclusion of special needs/disabled students as per the provisions of the Act.

V.) It is necessary for teachers to fulfill the minimum educational qualifications
given under Section 23 (1).

VI.) Teachers shall fulfill the responsibilities mentioned under Section 24(1) of the
Act.

(VII) Teachers shall not indulge themselves in private tuitions.

VII) The school shall make it compulsory to teach Punjabi from 1st standard and
Hindi from 3rd standard.

IX) The school will ensure filling of U-Dice every year.

7. Schools shall follow the syllabus prescribed by the appropriate authority based
on the subjects of study.

8. The school shall comply with the conditions and standards prescribed in section
19 of the Act.
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9. No unrecognized class shall be conducted inside or outside the school premises
in the same name as the school.

10. The school building or other structure or grounds shall be used only for
instruction or skill development.

11. Being conducted by a society registered under the School Societies Registration
Act 1860 (21 of 1860) or by a trust created under any law from time to time in
force.

12. The school shall from time to time renew the required documents such as
Billing Safety Certificate, Fire Safety Certificate, Land Certificate and any other
document which expires and copy the same to the office of the District Education
Officer (DSO). Will deposit at Amritsar. If the school is found neglecting this task.
If it goes, the recognition of the school will be canceled without giving any notice.

13. The school shall not be run for the benefit of any individual, group or group
of persons or any other vendor.

14. Accounts shall be audited by a certified chartered accountant and statement of
accounts shall be prepared as per rules. A copy of each account will be sent to the
District Education Officer every year.

5 The school shall ensure compliance with the instructions regarding school
transport issued by the government and the department from time to time. The
school shall ensure compliance with the Safe School Vehicle Policy issued by the
Government/Department.

16. The recognized code number of your school is RTE Amritsar- 02381074. This
should be noted and recorded while dealing with this office.

17. The school shall furnish the information called for by the Director or the
District Education Officer from time to time and shall comply with the
instructions of the Punjab Government/Local Authority issued to fulfill the
conditions of recognition or to remedy the deficiencies in the functioning of the
school.

18. Registration or renewal of institutions should be ensured if any is necessary.

19. The provisions and instructions contained in The Punjab Regulation of Fees of
Unaided Educational Institutions Act, 2016 (Punjab Act No. 47 of 2016) will
remain subject to strict compliance.
